• You minister to the saints (1Jo 3:16)

2) One true Spirit

We must agree that there is one Spirit, the third part of the triune God. 

The proof we are agreed:

• You glorify God with your body (1 Cor 6:19-20)
• You refuse false spirits (1 John 4:1-3)
